Chairman Berry opened the meeting and introduced the Council Officers, the Board of
Directors and sponsors.

Mr. Berry then gave an update of the Public Works Academy. As voted by the Council

at our last meeting, Mr. Berry executed a one year extension of the Partnering Agreement
with the UNHT2 Center. He read an update of Academy activities, submitted by Kathryn
Myers. On a motion by Mr. Sheppard, seconded by Mr. Brown, the Council voted to set up
an Academy Advisory Committee whose task will be to meet with representatives of the
UNHT2 Center to review the Academy coursework. The Committee will consist of Mr.
Berry, Mr. Alex Cote, Mr. Bill Cote and other members as necessary.

Chairman Berry gave an update on the Best Practices Committee. He recently reviewed
the Public Works Best Practices Manual which was e-mailed to Public Works officials.
The Council shared his concern that the NH Public Works Standards and Training Council
was referenced in the manual. Mr. Danielson will contact the author and request the
reference to our Council be removed.

Mr. Danielson updated the Council on the Public Works Memorial. The

Governor has signed the legislation into law and Butch Knowlton of the NH Department
of Transportation has scheduled a meeting for September 30" to discuss the members
of the Committee as well as the future agenda of the Committee.

Chairman Berry discussed the success of the first summit meeting with the various
organizations. The next meeting of this group has been scheduled for September 29th
at the Manchester Community College. On a motion by Mr. Herman, seconded by Mr.
Danielson, the Council voted to fund the balance of what is necessary to have a
successful summit meeting.
